Safety precautions:

· Before operating the machine please read the safety precautions, manufacturer recommendations and the operation manual. The operation manual should be easily available at any time for the operator.
· The machine should be installed on sturdy and level floor near the 230V/50Hz socket.
· The machine should be protected against dust and moisture.
· The machine must not be placed near the heating units or ventilation units.
· The machine should not be used in vicinity of inflammable liquids or gases.
· The supplying cable should be protected against any damage, must not be used to pull the machine or to remove the plug from a socket.
· During a long standstill or before  replacing the machine, the plug should be removed from a mains socket.
· The machine is turned off completely after removing the plug from 
a socket. 230V
· The machine should be kept away from children’s reach.
· Danger! Machine contains rotary elements. Take care of long  hair,  loose jewellery, ties and other loose pieces of clothing – they can be entangled into the rolls.
· Danger!! The machine contains heating area – pay special attention.
· The machine must not be used for any other purposes than those indicated in the instruction manual.

· It is necessary to check and supervise if the machine operates correctly. In case of any malfunctions, it is required to contact the service team.

Recommendation:
· Use only recommended supplies and accessories from OPUS.
· Always insert the pouch with the close end into the laminator. Putting the open end first can cause stuck of the document inside the laminator.

· Individually cut pouch can badly dirt the rolls or wind around them. 

NOTE! Not complying with the recommendations above can result with warranty void.

Operation:

· Choose correct thickness and type of  the pouch
· Put the document into the pouch

· Use the table (see below) and choose proper temperature and speed of lamination.

If the pouch curls up that means the temperature is too high. It is necessary to lower it or choose higher level of speed.
If the pouch is not laminated that means the temperature is too low. It is necessary to raise it or choose lower level of speed.
HOT  Lamination:

· Turn the machine on. If the laminator is operated for the first time, press “HOT” button for 1 second.

· Initial settings of the machine are: temperature - 100˚C and speed number 6, these settings are suitable for lamination with 100 mic pouch.

· Laminator signals reaching set temperature by  READY displayed on the screen and 3 short sounds.

· Start lamination.

· Lamination temperature can be changed with “up” and “down” buttons (max 160˚C)

· Lamination speed can be regulated with “up” and “down” buttons (lamination speed 1 – 9)

· If the quality of lamination is not sufficient, press REV button until the document is reversed, after 2 seconds the rolls start to move forward. Change the lamination settings and insert document once again into the slot.

· To turn the laminator off, press STOP. When the temperature decreases the powers supply will be off automatically, even if the main switch is on.

COLD Laminaton:

· Turn the laminator on. Press COLD button.

· Start lamination, when READY is displayed on a screen. 

· To avoid damaging of materials like picture, it is recommended to choose COLD lamination and use a special pouch for cold lamination.
LCD Display
TEMP - Push proper button to increase Or decrease temperature. The scale of settings is 0 - 160°C (and changes each 1 degree).

SPEED – Push proper button to increase Or decrease Speer. The scale of settings is 1-15. 

HOT - Hot lamination

COLD - Cold lamination..

MEAS  - Shows current temperature.

STOP – Stop function

REV – Reverse function

MEMO – This button is for keeping In memory proper temperature. Push the MEMO button for 5 seconds until its flashes. Then You may set the proper temperature using numeric buttons.
Cleaning
· Dirty rolls lower lamination quality.

· Set the temperature on 60˚C and 2nd speed level. 

· Wipe the cover of the laminator with piece of clothing and a little of alcohol.
Possible malfunctions: 
	Problem
	Cause

	Laminator is inoperative or the roller does not rotate
	- Power plug is not plugged in.

- Power switch is off
	Check the Power plug is properly plugged. Check if the Power switch is turned on or contact support

	Excessive noise
	Operation of gear is not smooth
	Turn off the machine, contact support

	Bad laminating
	Laminated document wrinkled, damp or folded
	Turn off the machine, contact support

	The temperature does not ascend as long time Has passed
	Check power plug
	Check if the Power plug and switch is turned on or contact support

	Corners are not sealed
	Document is to thick to seal the edges of the film
	Use a thinner document or leave more around the edges, aprox 5mm

	Wrong operation
	-Something is between  layer heating.
	- Clean the layer heating


In case of any other problems switch off the machine, remove the plug from a socket and contact the service team
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
