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Binding

· When “READY” LED turns on, put the pile of pages together with the cover into the binding slot with the spine facing down
· Wait 15,5 – 2,5 min.

Cooling a document down

· Take out the document and shake the spine on a flat surface. That way all pages inside the cover will reach the glue.
· Put the document into the cooling stand at the back of device. After few minutes the documentation is ready.
NOTE!

· If the pages are not bound together properly, you can take them out, put in an even pile and try again

· To bind the first and the last page correctly, press cover spine with your fingers immediately after binding. Be careful!!! The cover spine can be hot!
· Cooled documentation needs to be folded along the bend in the cover – it will make opening the documentation easier
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Preparation of the machine
· Mount cooling plate in a base of the device
· Install supportive bails at the housing of the device in the holes provided
· Plug the machine into the 230V socket
· Set “0/1” button in “1” position. When the machine will be ready to operation, “READY” light will come on
· Maximum documentation thickness is 15mm. It can be one documentation or couple documentations at the same time.

· Put an even pile of pages into the cover so that all pages touch the strip of glue inside the spine
