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3. Put the pile of pages together with the cover into the binding slot with the spine facing down. As indicated on the machine, soft covers slide to the right and hard covers to the left. The corresponding light will change from green into red and you will hear short signal – the process of thermal binding has just started.

4. After suitable for the kind of binding (hard or soft) time there will be intermittent green light and a beep indicating that the process of binding is finished. The beeping noise will carry on until you take out your bound documents from the binding slots.
5. Put the documents on a cooling rack on the top of the machine. After few minutes the document is ready.

USEFUL TIPS
If the pages are not bound together properly you can take them out, put in an even pile and try again.

Cooled document needs to be folded along the cover. It will be easier to open the document.

DISASSEMBLING THE THERMOBINDER

In case of damage of TERSTATION occurred, only the thermobinding machine (without the stand) should be delivered to the service point.

To disassemble the thermobinder unscrew 6 nuts holding the thermobinder housing from the underneath of the working table . 
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PREPARATION OF THE MACHINE:
1. After unpacking the machine, install the metal rods for documents holding – three (straight) in the cooling area, and the next three (bended) close to thermobinders’ slots 
2. Plug the machine into the 230 V socket (earth)
3. Turn the machine on by moving the main switcher

4. You will hear a short beeps and red diodes LED will turn on, which indicates the beginning of the heating process. It is not advisable to put your document inside the binding slot before the red diodes LED turn green.
5. After max 3 minutes diodes LED will turn green and you will hear short, double beep – and the machine will be ready to use.
WARNING! Heaters can not warm up simultaneously!

1. Using the following tables choose a thermal cover with a spine size that corresponds to the number of pages to be bound
2. Put an even pile of pages into the cover so that all pages touch the strip of glue inside the spine
