· The machine must not be located outside, should be operated in room temperature higher than +8C.

· Before removing any cover from the machine, remove the plug from 
a socket.

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Operation:

1. Preparation before laminating 
· Choose correct thickness and type of the pouch. 

· Put the document into the pouch (A).
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· Depending on pouch thickness press the switch (7) to “I” position when using 40-80mic pouch and “II” position when using 100-125mic pouch.

· Ensure the flap placed at the rear of the machine is open.
2. Hot lamination 

· Turn the machine on by moving the main switch (1) to the “HOT” position → heating will start.
· After switching the laminator on the red diode illuminates (8 - “POWER”). When the required temperature is reached (after 3 – 5 min.), the green diode will come on (2 - “WORKING”) → the machine is ready to operation.
· Insert the laminating pouch with the document inside into the entry beginning with the closed end (B)

· Laminated document will move through the unit and exit at the rear plate (C)
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· Take out the laminated document and check the quality of lamination. If the pouch is not perfectly transparent, insert it into the feed opening once again (change the position of the switch (7) if required).
3. Cold lamination 

· Set the main switch to the „COLD” position, the green light will come on → the machine is ready to cold lamination

· After hot lamination wait 40 – 60 min. to cool down the machine before you start cold lamination.
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Recommendations:

· Use only recommended supplies and accessories.

· If the machine is switched on and is not operated for more than one hour, it can be overheated. To avoid bad quality of lamination put one sheet of A4 paper into the entry in order to cool down the rolls.

· Always insert the pouch with the close end into the laminator. Putting the open end first can cause stuck of the document inside the laminator.

· Laminating with the one layer of pouch requires using the carrier.

· Individually cut pouch can badly dirt the rolls or wind around them. 

· Remove all metal elements (clips, clamps, etc.) before laminating the document.

NOTE! Not complying with the recommendations above can result with warranty void.
